10.0 DIRECTIONS FOR USE 
 

10.1 General Information 
 

As this product is not registered for the control of pests in aquatic systems, DO NOT use to control 
aquatic pests. 
 
DO NOT contaminate irrigation or drinking water supplies or aquatic habitats by cleaning of 
equipment or disposal of wastes. 
 
Avoid spray drift to any desirable vegetation NOT listed on this label as damage may occur. Avoid 
contamination of ponds, streams, rivers, lakes and other water sources. Do not spray during 
periods of high winds when spray is likely to drift. Coarse sprays are less likely to drift. Do not 
spray during periods of high temperatures when crops may be under stress as damage to the 
crop may occur.

10.2 Ground Application 
 

10.2.1 General Precautions 
 
Field sprayer application: DO NOT apply during periods of dead calm. Avoid application of this 
product when winds are gusty. DO NOT apply with spray droplets smaller than the American 
Society of Agricultural Engineers (ASAE S572.1) coarse classification. Boom height must be 60 
cm or less above the crop or ground. 
 
DO NOT apply by air. 
 

10.2.2 Mixing Instructions 
 
Half fill the tank with clean water. Add the required amount of TRAXOS III A Herbicide and agitate 
thoroughly. Fill the tank and agitate again before use. 
 

10.2.3 Spraying Instructions 
 
Select nozzle tips to apply the recommended volume per hectare. Flood jet type tips are not 
recommended. Adjust boom height to ensure uniform coverage of the weeds. For ground 
applications, spray at 5 to 10 kph. Ensure that all tips are in good condition and spraying the same 
volume.  
 

10.2.4 Equipment Clean-Up 
 
Wash the tank and clean all filters, screens and tips. 
 

10.3 Spray Buffer Zones 
 

Appropriate spray buffer zones should be established between treatment areas and aquatic 
systems and treatment areas and significant wildlife habitat. 
 
The spray buffer zones specified in the table below are required between the point of direct 
application and the closest downwind edge of sensitive terrestrial habitats (such as grasslands, 
forested areas, shelter belts, woodlots, hedgerows, riparian areas and shrublands), sensitive 
freshwater habitats (such as lakes, rivers, sloughs, ponds, prairie potholes, creeks, marshes, 
streams, reservoirs and wetlands) and estuarine/marine habitats.

When tank mixes are permitted, consult the labels for the tank-mix partners and observe the 
largest (most restrictive) spray buffer zone of the products involved in the tank mixture and apply 
using the coarsest spray (ASAE) category indicated on the labels for those tank mix partners.

12.0 RESISTANCE MANAGEMENT RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
For resistance management, please note that TRAXOS III A Herbicide is a Group 4 and 6 
herbicide. Any weed population may contain or develop plants naturally resistant to TRAXOS III 
A Herbicide and other Group 4 and 6 herbicides. The resistant biotypes may dominate the weed 
population if these herbicides are used repeatedly in the same field. Other resistance mechanisms 
that are not linked to site of action, but specific for individual chemicals, such as enhanced 
metabolism, may also exist. Appropriate resistance-management strategies should be followed. 
 
To delay herbicide resistance: 
 
Where possible, rotate the use of TRAXOS III A Herbicide or other Group 4 and 6 herbicides 
within a growing season (sequence) or among growing seasons with different herbicide groups 
that control the same weeds in a field. 
 
Use tank mixtures with herbicides from a different group when such use is permitted. To delay 
resistance, the less resistance-prone partner should control the target weed(s) as effectively as 
the more resistance-prone partner. 
 
Herbicide use should be based on an integrated weed management program that includes 
scouting, historical information related to herbicide use and crop rotation, and considers tillage 
(or other mechanical control methods), cultural (for example, higher crop seeding rates; precision 
fertilizer application method and timing to favour the crop and not the weeds), biological (weed-
competitive crops or varieties) and other management practices. 
 
Monitor weed populations after herbicide application for signs of resistance development (for 
example, only one weed species on the herbicide label not controlled). If resistance is suspected, 
prevent weed seed production in the affected area if possible by an alternative herbicide from a 
different group. Prevent movement of resistant weed seeds to other fields by cleaning harvesting 
and tillage equipment when moving between fields, and planting clean seed. 
 
Have suspected resistant weed seeds tested by a qualified laboratory to confirm resistance and 
identify alternative herbicide options.

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resistance-management and/or integrated weed-management recommendations for specific 
crops and weed biotypes.
